The Council may whenever it thinks fit convene a Special
General Meeting.

The Council shall, at the request in writing of not less than ten
(10) of the member associations, convene a Special General
Meeting.

Each delegate of a member Association has the right to attend
a Special General Meeting.

If a delegate of a member Association is unable to attend a
Special General Meeting, a substitute delegate may be
designated in accordance with the provisions of clause 16.

No other business shall be conducted at a Special General
Meeting other than that specified in the notice concerning the
Special General Meeting.

NOTICE OF MEETINGS

At least twenty-eight (28) days notice must be given to all member
associations of the Annual General Meeting and all meetings of
delegates, including Special General Meetings.
